REFLECTIONS

Ministry in South Africa

January, 2011

Elder Arnoldine Lancaster, Sister Brenda M. Rudolph, and I were blessed to minister to the incarcerated in South Africa,  Our visits included Durban and Pretoria South Africa.

January 6, 2011:
Our trip started from Detroit Metropolitan Airport, from which we flew to Atlanta, Georgia, from Atlanta to Johannesburg, South Africa, to Durban, South Africa, our first destination.  The trip took approximately 16.5 hours.

January 7, 2011:
Although we left the United States on the 6th we landed in Durban on the following day, the 7th.  Our hosts in Durban, were Prison Fellowship, Durban, and the Ministry of In His Hands, and Joshua Ministries.  Our facilitators were Pastors Leon Van Assenderp, and Pastor Paul Viljaen.  We were housed at a Board and Breakfast, Netcoral, on the beach at a reasonable cost of $67.00 USD. per night, including breakfast, and minor transportation.

January 8,2011:
We were provided transportation by Pastor Leon, and we ministered at the half way house for male youth, who had been placed in this location by their villages, the government or voluntarily themselves.  Residents included handicapped (wheel chair), and those afflicted with AIDs.  Approximately 30 youth attended our services, held under a tree, and the Lord called six (6) to confess Him as Lord and Savior.  Our topic was Self Esteem through Jesus Christ.  ( See video on Line at the web site of www.bsjchristianseminars.org).  The video should be posted by the end of this month.

January 9, 2011:
We ministered with Pastor Leon, at an inner city church, the spiritual home of those on parole, x-offenders, x-prostitutes, the homeless, and those in need.  The Lord spoke through each of us as we gave words of encouragement and points on overcoming.  The Lord drew six (6) who confessed Christ, multiplied the donated resources so that the collection equaled in one day what was normally collected in one month.  There was enough food for all to be fed.  This is a praise moment!
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January 10, 2011:

We visited and minister at the Durban Female Correctional facility.  We ministered a seminar on rejection to approximately 40 female inmates.  The process was interactive, and their prayers and singing truly ushered us into His presence.

We were invited to return.

January 11, 2011

A travel day to Johannesburg (short flight).  Our hosts Ruth Mothupi, facilitated our accommodations in her home,  Our donation for such hospitality was $50.00 (each) per night USD.   Ruth known as Mimi facilitated our purchase of ground transportation for the amount of $50.00 per day.  Our host for our visitation was Pastor Douw Grobler, Executive Director Prison Fellowship, South Africa.

January 12, 2011:
We ministered at the Female Correctional Facility in Pretoria.  Approximately 60 inmates

Attended our services, seminar regarding overcoming rejection.  We were remembered by staff and inmates for our services in 2010, and we were asked to return (2012) and to continue services.

In the evening, we visited the Provincial Hospital and ministered through prayer and the application of oil to those  hospitalized and who requested same.  The mother of our host was hospitalized, and the father of our driver had just been released.  The hospital is not on par to what we know in the US as a county hospital.

January 13, 2011:
The Lord’s work done, we prepared to return home, and traveled to the airport to catch our flight home.  The trip home was a 18 hour flight although the distance was shorter.

Overview:
BSJ Christian Seminars Inc. provided financial support to Prison Fellowship, South Africa  ($350.00 USD) and paid the cost of Ground transportation ($250.00 USD).  All others costs, and gifts were from God’s three servants.

We have been invited by Prison-Fellowship South Africa to visit all 16 prisons, and specifically to visit once again Leokoup prison, male and female facility.  
We  were requested to extend the visit by approximately three days to include other outreach visits, and African culture.

We praise God, and give Thanks for the prayers, and assistance received in visiting Jesus in the prisons located in the utter most places of the world.
